World Anti-Doping Program
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Description

A document developed in 2004 and regularly updated by WADA, in
consultation with key stakeholders, that harmonizes regulations
regarding anti-doping in sport across all sports and all countries of
the world.

The Code provides a framework for anti-doping policies, rules, and
regulations for sport organizations and public authorities.

The Program consists of the:
@ The Code (As above);

@ International Standards (mandatory operational standards;
such as, the Prohibited List and others related to Code Com-
pliance by Signatories; Laboratories; Protection of Privacy and
Personal Information; Testing and Investigations; and, Thera-
peutic Use Exemptions. Two additional Standards related to
Education and Results Management will enter into force on 1
January 2021.); and

@ Models of Best Practice (voluntary practices, providing bench-
mark solutions for many aspects of anti-doping).
